For the 2019/2020 Scholarship for the Future eligibility is available to all students who have graduated from one of the
four GSACRD high schools: St. Albert Catholic High School, Morinville Community High School, Ecole Secondaire Sainte
Marguerite d'Youville and St. Gabriel High School.

Students may apply in their graduating year and in the years following graduation prior to their twenty-first birthday.
Applicants must provide proof of acceptance to a post-secondary institution (University, technical school, community
college, diploma program, educational training/certification, etc.) to be submitted with the application. Applicants
may apply for this award in as many years as they meet the above requirements. Eligibility of the Scholarship for the
Future ends upon successful award.

Successful applicants must provide their Social Insurance Number (S.I.N.) prior to receiving award. Scholarships are
presented at the students' high school annual awards ceremonies. The Education Foundation reserves the right to
